THE NEW TESTAMENT LESSONS HOWARD BRYAN 
2 Corinthians 1:1-11 

1 Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, and Timothy our 
brother, To the church of God that is at Corinth, with all the saints who 
are in the whole of Achaia:2 Grace to you and peace from God our 
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.3 Blessed be the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, 4 who 
comforts us in all our affliction, so that we may be able to comfort those 
who are in any affliction, with the comfort with which we ourselves are 
comforted by God. 5 For as we share abundantly in Christ’s sufferings, so 
through Christ we share abundantly in comfort too. 6 If we are afflicted, it 
is for your comfort and salvation; and if we are comforted, it is for your 
comfort, which you experience when you patiently endure the same 
sufferings that we suffer. 7 Our hope for you is unshaken, for we know 
that as you share in our sufferings, you will also share in our comfort.     
8 For we do not want you to be unaware, brothers, of the affliction we 
experienced in Asia. For we were so utterly burdened beyond our 
strength that we despaired of life itself. 9 Indeed, we felt that we had 
received the sentence of death. But that was to make us rely not on 
ourselves but on God who raises the dead. 10 He delivered us from such 
a deadly peril, and he will deliver us. On him we have set our hope that 
he will deliver us again. 11 You also must help us by prayer, so that many 
will give thanks on our behalf for the blessing granted us through the 
prayers of many. 

Acts 20:1-6 
1 After the uproar ceased, Paul sent for the disciples, and after 

encouraging them, he said farewell and departed for Macedonia. 2 When 
he had gone through those regions and had given them much 
encouragement, he came to Greece. 3 There he spent three months, and 
when a plot was made against him by the Jews as he was about to set 
sail for Syria, he decided to return through Macedonia. 4 Sopater the 
Berean, son of Pyrrhus, accompanied him; and of the Thessalonians, 
Aristarchus and Secundus; and Gaius of Derbe, and Timothy; and the 
Asians, Tychicus and Trophimus. 5 These went on ahead and were 
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waiting for us at Troas, 6 but we sailed away from Philippi after the days 
of Unleavened Bread, and in five days we came to them at Troas, where 
we stayed for seven days.
